I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 29, 2000, UtiliCorp Communications Services, Inc. (“UtiliCorp”), was granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services and certain emerging competitive telecommunications services, and a Letter of Registration for non-optional operator services.  The Commission Order set the deadline for filing tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services and non-optional operator services at 90 days, which is November 26, 2000.  Decision No. C00-929.

2. On November 20, 2000, UtiliCorp filed a Petition for Extension of Time to File Tariff requesting an additional 90 days, or until February 26, 2001, to file the required tariffs for emerging competitive services and non-optional operator services.

3. As grounds for the petition, UtiliCorp states that the request was filed to allow the company adequate time to prepare a complete tariff for all of its services.  UtiliCorp believes that it would be more efficient for the company to submit, and the Commission to review, a complete tariff for all services, rather than filing piecemeal tariffs for the various services.

B. Discussion

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. The Commission waives response time to the petition.

5. UtiliCorp Communications Services, Inc.’s Petition for Extension of Time to File Tariff for its emerging competitive services and non-optional operator services is granted for an additional 90 days, or until February 26, 2001.
