I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of the Motion to Withdraw Request for Variance filed by Qwest Corporation (“Qwest”) on September 15, 2000.  The motion requests withdrawal of Qwest’s Verified Motion for Variance of Portion of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-29-5.3 which was filed on August 30, 2000.  

2. In its August 30, 2000 motion, Qwest requested a permanent variance of the portion of Rule 4 CCR 723-29-5.3 requiring that Qwest’s rates and tariffs, as associated with its role as a Basic Emergency Service Provider, be on a statewide-averaged basis. 

3. In its September 15, 2000 motion, Qwest stated its desire to withdraw its motion for variance in order to allow Qwest and interested parties the opportunity to meet and attempt to reach a consensus on how Qwest should bill 911 authority boards for expenses incurred by Qwest in reimbursing other carriers for their costs of providing 911 service.  

4. On September 15, 2000, Qwest withdrew Advice Letter No. 2844.

5. On October 11, 2000, after meetings with members of the 911 community and other interested parties, Qwest filed Advice Letter No. 2855.  This filing effected a billing mechanism in concurrence with Rule 4 CCR 723-29-5.3 and was allowed to go into effect by operation of law on November 11, 2000.

6. With the issue of discussion effectively closed and with no outstanding issues remaining, we will grant Qwest’s  motion to withdraw its request for variance from Rule 4 CCR 723-29-5.3. 

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:
1. The Motion to Withdraw Request for Variance filed by Qwest Corporation on September 15, 2000 is granted.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
