I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On October 25, 2000, Scindo Networks, Inc. (“Scindo”), filed an application for a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services (“CPLE”) throughout the State of Colorado. Scindo plans to provide services on a facilities-owned or leased basis and/or on a resale basis or a combination of the two methods.

2. On October 30, 2000, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed and Notice of Hearing, giving notice of this application.  Interventions were due on or before November 29, 2000.  None were filed.

B. Discussion

3. This application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

4. Granting the application of Scindo is consistent with the legislative policy statements contained in §§ 40-15-101, 40-15-501, and 40-15-502, C.R.S.

5. The grant of a CPLE, combined with the approval of a Notice of Intention to Exercise Operating Authority, constitutes a grant of a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-35-2.3 and 4 CCR 723-35-2.10.

6. Before providing local exchange telecommunications services, Scindo must:  (1) have effective tariffs and price lists for its services on file with the Commission; and (2) comply with all statutory and regulatory requirements applicable to telecommunications providers subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application filed by Scindo Networks, Inc., is deemed complete.

8. Scindo Networks, Inc., is granted a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services on a facilities–owned or leased basis or on a resale basis, or combination of the two methods, throughout the entire State of  Colorado. 

9. The January 30, 2001 hearing is vacated.

10. Scindo Networks, Inc., is reminded of timelines established in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-35-9.  Specifically, unless the Commission orders otherwise, Scindo Networks, Inc.:  (1) shall begin reselling local exchange telecommunications services within three years; and (2) shall begin providing local exchange telecommunications services using facilities owned or leased within five years.  Prior to providing any Commission regulated telecommunications service in Colorado, Scindo Networks, Inc., must first obtain a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity for the service and have appropriate tariffs or price lists approved by the Commission.  For good cause shown, the Commission may grant an applicant additional time to file tariffs or price lists.

11. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
