I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On May 1, 2000, Durango Transportation, Inc. (“Applicant”), filed an application for approval to lease Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 14196 to Michael J. Martinez, doing business as Southwest Guide Service (“Martinez”).

2. The Commission noticed the application to all interested persons, firms, and corporations pursuant to § 40-6-108(2), C.R.S., on May 22, 2000.

3. No petition to intervene or otherwise participate in the proceeding was filed.  Being noncontested, the application was granted without a hearing.  Decision No. C00-705.  The grant of the application was conditioned on several compliance requirements, including the Applicant’s filing of certificates of insurance.

4. The granting decision became effective on June 30, 2000.  However, the decision became void by its own terms because the Applicant failed to complete the decision’s compliance requirements within 60 days.

5. On December 4, 2000, the Applicant filed its request asking the Commission to reinstate the docket and grant an extension of time, until June 30, 2001, to complete the decision’s compliance requirements.  As justification for the request, the Applicant stated that:  (a) Martinez intended to operate tours through Mesa Verde National Park; and (b) the failure to complete the Commission’s above-listed compliance requirements “resulted from the extended closing of Mesa Verde National Park during the summer of 2000 due to forest fires and the resulting closing of the Park by reason of those fires…”

6. Being duly advised, the Commission will grant the request.  The Applicant is reminded that future requests for extension of time may not be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. Docket No. 00A-234CP-Lease-Portion is reinstated.

8. Durango Transportation, Inc., and Michael J. Martinez, doing business as Southwest Guide Service, are granted an extension of time to complete the compliance requirements of Decision No. C00-705.  If Durango Transportation, Inc., or Michael J. Martinez, doing business as Southwest Guide Service, does not comply with this Order by June 30, 2001, then the authority granted in Decision No. C00-705 shall be void.
