I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. In a letter dated November 15, 2000, Intermedia Communications (“Intermedia”) notified the Commission: 1) that it does not have any facilities in the State of Colorado; 2) that it does not provide any local exchange telecommunications services to any customers in Colorado on either a resale or facilities – owned basis; and  3) that Intermedia does not plan to provide local exchange telecommunications services in Colorado in the immediate future.  Intermedia concluded the letter by requesting that the Commission revoke its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) as issued in Docket No. 96A-504T, Decision No. R97-439, and modified by Decision No. R97-439E.  For clarification, Intermedia was not issued a CPCN in Docket No. 96A-504T.  A Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Services was issued to Intermedia Communications in Decision No. R97-439E.

2. On November 17, 2000, the Commission construed the remarks in Intermedia’s November 15, 2000, letter as an application to abandon its Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services.

3. Notice of the application was given by the Commission on November 24, 2000, to all interested persons, firms, and corporations. Interventions were due before December 4, 2000.  None were filed.  Accordingly, the application will be determined without a formal hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-24.

4. A Certificate to Provide Local Exchange telecommunications services is the first of two prerequisites to obtaining a certificate of public convenience and necessity. 4 CCR 723-35-2.3.

5. The application does not contain all information required to abandon, discontinue, or curtail local exchange telecommunications services as detailed in 4 CCR 723-36; however, sufficient information has been provided for the Commission to rule on Intermedia’s request. 

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. For good cause, the Commission grants Intermedia Communications a waiver from the requirement to file additional information as may be required by 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-36, and deems the application complete. 

2. Intermedia Communication’s request to abandon its Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services in the State of Colorado is granted. 

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
