I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of a number of motions.  These include:  on November 17, 2000, Applicant K N Wattenberg Transmission Limited Liability Company (“KNW”) filed its Motion to Consolidate with Docket No. 00D-261G.  No party to this case or to Docket No. 00D-261G objects to consolidation.  Now being duly advised, the Commission will grant the motion.

2. Leprino Foods Company and Excel Corporation filed their request for intervention on November 27, 2000.  The City of Fort Morgan requested intervention in this matter on December 1, 2000.  On December 4, 2000, Public Service Company of Colorado filed its petition to intervene.  Good grounds having been stated, we will waive further response time and will grant the motions.  In addition, we will direct that any party to Docket No. 00D-261G will be made a party to the instant case without the necessity of filing a request for intervention here.  The Petition to Act as Amicus Curiae filed by the Colorado Association of Municipal Utilities on December 4, 2000 is granted.

3. The City of Fort Morgan filed its Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Response in Opposition to Motion to Dismiss on December 1, 2000.  The motion requests an extension of time to December 14, 2000 within which any party may file a response to KNW’s Motion to Dismiss for Lack of Jurisdiction.  Good cause having stated, the motion will be granted.

4. In light of our consolidation of this matter with Docket No. 00D-261G, we will assign this case to the Administrative Law Judge in that docket for further proceedings.

1. The Motion to Consolidate with Docket No. 00D-261G filed by K N Wattenberg Transmission Limited Liability Company on November 17, 2000 is granted.

2. The Petition for Leave to Intervene filed by Leprino Foods Company and Excel Corporation on November 27, 2000 is granted.

3. The Petition for Permission to Intervene filed by the City of Fort Morgan on December 1, 2000 is granted.  Further response time to the motion is waived.

4. The Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Response in Opposition to Motion to Dismiss filed by the City of Fort Morgan on December 1, 2000 is granted.  Further response time to the motion is waived.

5. The Petition to Act as Amicus Curiae filed by the Colorado Association of Municipal Utilities on December 4, 2000 is granted.  Further response time to the motion is waived.

6. The Petition to Intervene filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on December 4, 2000 is granted.  Further response time to the motion is waived.

7. Any party to Docket No. 00D-261G is made a party to this case without the necessity of filing a request for intervention here.

8. This matter is assigned to the Administrative Law Judge in Docket No. 00D-261G for further proceedings.
