I. STATEMENT

A. On September 24, 1999, Complainants, James and Denise Rogers, and Respondent, U S WEST Communications, Inc., filed their Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (“Stipulation”) in this proceeding.  Paragraph 7 of the Stipulation effectively provides that this docket will remain open until Respondent satisfies the obligations imposed upon it by the Stipulation.  Paragraph 7 also provides that the parties will formally request dismissal of this complaint proceeding at that time.

B. On September 30, 1999, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge issued Decision No. R99-1056-I wherein the parties were ordered to file a joint written motion to dismiss this matter within ten days after the obligations imposed upon Respondent by the Stipulation were satisfied.  A review of the Stipulation indicates that the obligations undertaken by Respondent were to be satisfied on or about November 19, 1999.  However, the parties have not filed their joint motion to dismiss this matter.  Nor has any individual party requested any further relief.

C. Unless further relief is requested by either Complainants or Respondent within ten days of the date of this Order, this proceeding will be deemed dismissed, with prejudice, on that date and this docket will be deemed closed.

II. ORDER

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any party desiring further relief in connection with the captioned matter shall file a request for such relief within ten days of the date of this Order.

2. In the absence of receiving a request for relief within such a ten-day period, this proceeding will be deemed dismissed, with prejudice, on that date and this docket will be deemed closed.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
