I. STATEMENT

1.
On January 7, 2000, Complainant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Engle​wood Express (“Englewood Express”), filed a Motion to Vacate and Reschedule Hearing (“Motion”) in the captioned consolidated proceeding.

As grounds for its request to vacate and reschedule the March 28 through 31, 2000 hearing dates previously established under Decision No. R99-1342-I, Englewood Express states that a critical witness, Mr. Khalil Laleh, will be unavailable during that time.
