I. statement

A. In accordance with Decision No. R00-56-I, January 14, 2000, a prehearing conference was held in this proceeding on January 26, 2000.  A procedural schedule was discussed, including milestones for discovery and certain time limitations different from those contained in the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  These requirements and milestones are set forth in the order below.

II. order

B. It Is Ordered That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file its draft 1999 Integrated Resource Plan on January 31, 2000 as its case-in-chief.  Concurrent with this filing Public Service Company of Colorado shall identify the witnesses who will sponsor this Integrated Resource Plan as their direct testimony. Also concurrent with this filing, Public Service Company of Colorado shall identify all personnel who provided input into the development of the draft Integrated Resource Plan and the supporting appendix which supports the subject matter of this proceeding, as well as the area of each person’s contribution.  If feasible, Public Service Company of Colorado shall also provide copies of all work papers to all parties in this proceeding on this date.  If the work papers are not provided, they shall be available for inspection no later than February 2, 2000.

2. Intervenors shall file their testimony and exhibits by March 1, 2000.

3. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits by March 24, 2000.

4. Discovery shall be limited to two rounds of 20 data requests, including subparts.  Data requests include interrogatories and requests for production of documents.  Response time to the first round of discovery shall be seven calendar days.  The second round of discovery, which is for discovery on Public Service Company of Colorado’s rebuttal testimony, shall be served by March 27, 2000, and responses shall be due by March 31, 2000.  Each party shall be allowed to take three depositions.

5. Discovery responses shall be hand delivered to the party seeking the discovery.  Discovery responses shall be served on all other parties by any means.

6. Any party filing testimony in this proceeding shall hand deliver it to all parties in Denver and serve parties outside of Denver by overnight delivery .

7. Any discovery motion shall be faxed to the party from whom relief is being sought on the day it is filed at the Commission.  Response time to all discovery motions shall be three business days.

8. Public Service shall arrange for a transcript in accordance with Decision No. C00-39.
