I. statement

A. This proceeding was instituted by the issuance of Decision No. C99-1346, December 14, 1999.  That decision allowed 30 days or until January 13, 2000 for interested entities to file interventions.

B. On January 12, 2000, Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc. (“Tri-State”), filed its Petition to Intervene.  As grounds for the petition, Tri-State states that it is a public utility under Colorado law subject to the facilities jurisdiction of the Commission.  It is engaged in the generation, transmission, transformation, and sale of electricity in the State of Colorado.  The results of this proceeding and of the integrated resource plan of applicant WestPlains Energy, Division of UtiliCorp United Inc., will have a direct effect on Tri-State.  Therefore it seeks to intervene in this proceeding.

C. No response to the petition was filed.  Good grounds having been shown, the petition should be granted.
