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I. STATEMENT

On February 14, 2000, Respondent, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”), filed a pleading entitled “Stipulated Motion To Stay Rhythms Links, Inc.’s Response to U S WEST Communications, Inc.’s Motion To Dismiss Or, In The Alternative, Motion for Summary Judgment” (“Motion to Stay”) in the captioned matter.  The Motion to Stay indicates that settlement of this case may be imminent and, if consummated, would obviate the need for Complainant, Rhythms Links, Inc. (“Rhythms Links”), to file a response to the Motion to Dismiss or, in the Alternative, Motion for Summary Judgment (“Motion to Dismiss”) previously filed by USWC in this proceeding.  As a result, the Motion to Stay seeks to postpone the filing due date for Rhythms Links’ response to the Motion to Dismiss pending finalization of a settlement agreement.  The Motion to Stay also indicates that Rhythms Links’ counsel has authorized counsel for USWC to prepare and file the Motion to Stay.

Good grounds having been shown, the Motion to Stay will be granted.  Rhythms Links shall have until February 22, 2000, to file any desired response to USWC’s Motion to Dismiss. 

II. ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulated Motion to Stay Rhythm Links, Inc.’s Response to U S WEST Communications, Inc.’s Motion To Dismiss Or, In The Alternative, Motion for Summary Judgment filed by Respondent, U S WEST Communications, Inc., is granted.

2. Any desired response to the Motion To Dismiss Or, In The Alternative, Motion for Summary Judgment filed by Respondent, U S WEST Communications, Inc., must be filed on or before February 22, 2000.
