I. STATEMENT

1. On January 10, 2000, the undersigned issued Decision No. R00-8-I setting the captioned proceeding for hearing on March 2, 2000. 

2. On February 25, 2000, Applicant, Midtown Express, Inc. (“Midtown Express”), and Intervenors, Denver Shuttle, LLC (“Denver Shuttle”) and Denver Taxi, LLC (“Denver Taxi”), filed their Stipulated Motion Regarding Procedural Schedule (“Motion”) in this matter.  By this pleading, the parties requested that the evidentiary hearing scheduled for March 2, 2000 be vacated but that the hearing time allotted for that day be used for the purpose of allowing the parties to argue for reconsideration of Decision No. R00-165-I
 or, in the alternative, to discuss settlement.  The undersigned conferred with the parties by telephone on February 24, 2000 and indicated that the procedural modification described above would be granted.

3. The matter was called on March 2, 2000 at 9:00 a.m.  Appearances were entered by or on behalf of Midtown Express, Denver Shuttle, and Denver Taxi.  As a preliminary matter, the Motion was granted.  After the presentation of oral argument, the requests of the parties for reconsideration of Decision No. R00-165-I were denied.
  After some discussion among themselves, the parties advised that they were unable to agree to an alternative settlement proposal.  They then requested additional time to file a stipulation proposing settlement and, in the event the matter cannot be settled or the ultimate settlement proposal is unacceptable to the Commission, to advise of their availability for hearing in April and May of this year.

Good cause having been shown, the request of the parties will be granted.  On or before March 9, 2000, the parties will file with the Commission a stipulation proposing a 

settlement of this matter and a list of their available hearing dates in April and May, 2000; or, in the event a stipulation proposing settlement is not submitted, a list of their available hearing dates in April and May, 2000.  If any one of the parties fails to provide a list of available hearing dates on or before the above deadline, the matter will be set for hearing at the earliest possible time without regard to the availability of that party or its counsel.

II. ORDER

It Is Ordered That:

4. The Stipulated Motion Regarding Procedural Schedule is granted.

5. The hearing of this matter scheduled for March 2, 2000 is vacated.

6. On or before March 9, 2000, the parties will file with the Commission a stipulation proposing a settlement of this matter and a list of their available hearing dates in April and May, 2000; or, in the event a stipulation proposing settlement is not submitted, a list of their available hearing dates in April and May, 2000.

7. This Order is effective immediately.
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� Decision No. R00-165-I rejected the Stipulated Motion to Restrictively Amend Application and to Contingently Withdraw Intervention filed by the parties on February 10, 2000.


� The parties’ requests for reconsideration of Decision No. R00-165-I will be construed as requests to set aside an interim order pursuant to Rule 86(b)(2) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-86(b)(2).
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
