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I. statement

A. On February 14, 2000, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), filed an Answer to the Complaint and Motion to Dismiss.

B. U S WEST requests that the Commission dismiss the captioned complaint for the reason that Complainant J. David Wells has failed to comply with the requirements of Rule 61(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 by failing to state a claim upon which relief can be granted.  U S WEST states that the complaint does not set forth sufficient facts and information to advise the Commission of the violation of Commission rules or law.

C. On February 25, 2000, Complainant filed a Response to the Motion to Dismiss

D. The Commission has historically relaxed its Rules of Practice and Procedure for complainants who appear pro se.  Since the Complainant in this case is not an attorney, he should not be held to the strict requirements of the Rules of Practice and Procedure.  The complaint is sufficiently clear to advise the Commission and U S WEST of the nature of the allegations in the complaint.

E. The Motion to Dismiss filed by U S WEST is denied.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of U S WEST Communications, Inc., to dismiss the complaint is denied.
