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I. STATEMENT

A. A hearing in this matter was held on February 17, 2000.  Post-hearing Statements Of Position were timely filed by both the Staff and the Respondent on March 3, 2000.

B. One of the issues in this proceeding relates to the routes utilized by the Respondent in rendering transportation services, and the routes authorized by its federal certificate, MC-280721 (C).  Footnote 1 to the Respondent’s Closing Statement Of Position states as follows:

As will be discussed hereafter, FHWA regulations governing scheduled carriers have relaxed the routing requirements which were employed in the early 1980s when MC-280721 was originally issued.

C. The Administrative Law Judge is unable to find a discussion of FHWA regulations concerning routing requirements in the body of the Brief filed by Respondent.  Such regulations could have bearing on the issues and ultimate resolution of this case.  Therefore the parties shall have seven days from the effective date of this Order to supplement their Briefs with the discussion of any and all FHWA regulations covering scheduled carriers which have relaxed the routing requirements which were in effect when MC-280721 was issued.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The parties shall have seven days from the effective date of this Order to supplement their post-hearing Statements Of Position as set forth above.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
