between all points within three miles of the Vail Transportation Center, Vail, Colorado, on the one hand, and Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand;

between all points within three miles of the Post Office, Avon, Colorado; on the one hand, and Black Hawk and Central City, Colorado, on the other hand; and
