I. STATEMENT

A. The captioned proceeding was commenced on February 3, 2000, when Complainant, Joseph C. Martell (“Martell”), filed a formal complaint with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) against Respondent, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”).  On February 9, 2000, the Commission issued an Order setting this matter for hearing on March 22, 2000.

B. On March 7, 2000, the parties filed their Stipulation and Settlement Agreement (“Stipulation”), a copy of which is attached to this Order as Appendix A.  The Stipulation imposes various obligations on USWC relative to Martell’s request for telephone service as well as time deadlines for USWC’s satisfaction of these obligations.  Paragraph 7 of the Stipulation effectively provides that this docket will remain open pending USWC’s satisfaction of such obligations.  Paragraph 7 also anticipates that the parties will coordinate a request for the dismissal of this proceeding at that time.  Paragraph 8 of the Stipulation provides that its terms may be enforceable as a Commission order in the event USWC fails to install the telephone service requested by Martell by the agreed May 1, 2000, due date.  Implicit in the terms of the Stipulation is that the current hearing date be vacated.

C. Good grounds having been shown, the Stipulation will be accepted and the March 22, 2000, hearing date will be vacated.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulation and Settlement Agreement filed March 7, 2000, is accepted.  The Stipulation, attached to this Order as Appendix A, is incorporated into this Order as if fully set forth herein.

2. Respondent’s failure to provide telephone service to Complainant on or before the agreed date shall constitute a violation of this Order subjecting Respondent to all applicable sanctions.

3.  The March 22, 2000, hearing date previously scheduled in this matter is vacated.

4. The parties to this proceeding shall file a joint written motion to dismiss the captioned complaint within ten days after the obligations imposed upon U S WEST Communications, Inc., by the terms of the Stipulation are satisfied.

5. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
