I. statement

A. By application filed March 2, 2000, Canyon Bikes, Inc. (“Canyon Bikes”), requests a waiver for the employment of George A. Morris from March 15, 2000 through March 15, 2002.  Pertinently, Morris, 60, lost the use of his left eye when he was 17 years of age.  Since that time Mr. Morris has held a valid driver’s license, and he currently has a valid Colorado driver’s license with no reportable violations.  However, because of the loss of his left eye at age 17 he is otherwise ineligible to drive carrying paying passengers under this Commission‘s safety rules.  Canyon Bikes notes that Mr. Morris’ driving in its employ will be limited to daylight hours, between two and four days per week.  The attached medical examination reveals that the examining physician recommends no restrictions of any kind.

B. Consultation with staff of the Commission reveals that staff is familiar with the application, and has no opposition to Canyon Bikes employing Mr. Morris.  An appropriate order will enter.

II. order

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. Canyon Bikes, Inc., doing business as Canyon Bikes is hereby granted a waiver of Part 391.41(B)(10)(Eyesight) of this Commission’s Rules Regulating the Safety for Motor Vehicles for the employ of George A. Morris from May 15, 2000 to May 15, 2002.  If Canyon Bikes, Inc., wishes to extend this waiver, it must reapply before May 15, 2002.

2. The hearing in this matter currently scheduled for March 17, 2000 is vacated.

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

5.
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
