I. statement

A. On March 14, 2000, Mountain Goat Tours, Inc. (“Applicant”), and Intervenor Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (“Home James”) filed a Stipulation to Restrictively Amend the Application.

B. Applicant requests that the application be restrictively amended so that the authority sought by Applicant will read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage:

(I)
In sightseeing service, between points in the County of Grand, State of Colorado, (except that no service can be provided to, from or between points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of Vasquez Road and U.S. Highway 40), and between said points in Grand County, on the one hand, and points in Rocky Mountain National Park and Estes Park, Colorado on the other hand; and

(II)
In charter service between points in the County of Grand, State of Colorado (except that no service can be provided to, from, or between points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of Vasquez Road and U.S. Highway 40), and between said points in Grand County (except points within a five-mile radius of the intersection of Vasquez Road and U.S. Highway 40), on the one hand, and points in the Counties of Clear Creek, Gilpin, Larimer, and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTION:  This application is restriction as follows:

Paragraph (I) is restricted to transportation which originates and terminates at the same point.

C. If the restrictive amendment is accepted by the Commission, Home James’ interest in this case will be satisfied and intervention will be withdrawn.

D. It is found that the amendment is restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and enforceable.  The amendment will be accepted.  

E. The First Motion In Limine filed On March 6, 2000 by Home James is moot and therefore denied.  

II. order

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The restrictive amendment filed by Applicant, Mountain Goat Tours, Inc., on  March 14, 2000 is accepted.

2. Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. is granted permission to withdraw its intervention.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
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
