I. statement

A. A prehearing conference was held on March 20, 2000.  As a preliminary matter the interventions of Western Gas Resources, Colorado Interstate Gas Company (“CIG”), Colorado Interstate Gas Storage (“CIG Gas Storage”), Kinder Morgan Interstate Gas Transmission, K N Energy, Colorado Springs Utilities, and Public Service Company of Colorado were granted.  A procedural schedule was then established which is incorporated in the order below.  

B. The nature of the intervention CIG and CIG Gas Storage was discussed.  It was determined that they are aligned with the Applicant, Totem Gas Storage, LLC, as noted in their intervention.  Specifically, CIG Gas Storage has an option to purchase an equity interest in the project which is the subject of this proceeding.  Since these Intervenors are aligned with the Applicant, they will be subject to the procedural schedule as the Applicant would and not as intervenors.  Thus they will not be permitted to file intervenor testimony with the rest of the Intervenors.
