I. STATEMENT

1. On March 16, 2000, Complainant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express (“Englewood Express”), filed its Motion to Withdraw Complaint, 99G-423CP, Without Prejucice (“Motion to Withdraw”) in the captioned consolidated proceeding.  

2. As grounds for its Motion to Withdraw, Englewood Express states that the Respondent, Valera Lea Holtorf, doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express (“Dashabout”), has discontinued the allegedly illegal activity complained of in the Complaint originally filed in Docket No. 99G-423CP.  As a result, Englewood Express now considers the Complaint to be “satisfied” within the meaning of Rule 72 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-72. 

3. Counsel for both Dashabout and the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) have advised the undersigned that neither of their clients object to the Motion to Withdraw.

4. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion to Withdraw will be granted and the Englewood Express Complaint will be dismissed, without prejudice.

5. This matter is currently set for four days of hearing on April 12, 13, 14, and 17, 2000.  As a result of the dismissal of the Englewood Express Complaint, counsel for the Commission and Dashabout have advised the undersigned that a maximum of two days are now required for the hearing of this matter.  Accordingly, the April 13 and 14, 2000 hearing dates will be vacated and the matter will proceed to hearing on April 12 and 17, 2000.

II. ORDER

It Is Ordered That:

6. The Motion to Withdraw Complaint, 99G-423CP, Without Prejudice filed by Complainant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, is granted.

7. The Complaint originally filed by Complainant, Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, in Docket No. 99G-423CP is dismissed, without prejudice.

8. The April 13 and 14, 2000 hearing dates previously scheduled in this proceeding are vacated.
