I. STATEMENT

A. On March 31, 2000, Denver Shuttle, LLC, Shuttle Associates, LLC and Denver Taxi, LLC (“Intervenors”) filed their Motion to Dismiss the Application of A&G Medical Transportation or, Alternatively, to Limit Evidence, and Motion to Shorten Response Time (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.  The Motion seeks dismissal of this application or an order limiting the evidence to be presented at hearing by Artak Georgizian and Leon Ghamyan, doing business as A&G Medical Transportation (“Applicants” or “A&G”), as a result of their alleged failure to file a witness and exhibits list and/or to properly respond to discovery.  

B. This pleading also seeks an order shortening the response time to the Motion to April 6, 2000, on the ground that allowing the normal 14-day response time would preclude a ruling on the Motion prior to commencement of the hearing, currently scheduled for April 10, 2000.
