I. statement

On April 10, 2000, the Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) filed its Unopposed Motion for Extension of Time to File Answer Testimony, for a Waiver of Response Time, and for an Expedited Ruling.
  By this motion the OCC seeks an extension of time to file its testimony in this proceeding.  As grounds for the motion the OCC states that it and Respondent Delta County Tele-Comm, Inc. (“DCT”), have reached a stipulation in principal in this proceeding.  Further, the OCC and DCT will be presenting the stipulation to Staff for its review with the hope that all parties will be a party to the stipulation.  In the meantime, 

the OCC seeks to have the deadline for the filing of its testimony extended by one week, with the proviso that the extension would not be used as an opportunity to file answer testimony in the nature of rebuttal to Staff’s testimony that will be filed on April 10, 2000.  Further, the extension granted to the OCC would not extend the deadline for DCT to file rebuttal testimony to the Staff’s answer testimony which is due April 24, 2000.  However, DCT would be entitled to an extension of time to May 1, 2000 to file rebuttal testimony only to answer testimony that may be filed by the OCC.

A. It is further represented that the motion is unopposed.

B. Good grounds having been stated the motion should be granted.

II. order

C. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of the Office of Consumer Counsel for an extension of time to file answer testimony filed April 10, 2000, is granted.  The Office of Consumer Counsel shall have until April 17, 2000 to file either its answer testimony or a unanimous stipulation in this proceeding.

2. In the event that the stipulation falters, Delta County Tele-Comm, Inc., shall have until May 1, 2000 to file rebuttal testimony only to answer testimony that may be filed by the Office of Consumer Counsel.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
