I. statement

A. By letter received February 4, 2000, Union Telephone Company, Mountain View, Wyoming 82939 requests the following:

Union Telephone Company would like to request the maximum extension for the filing of our annual reports for the year ended December 31, 1999 which are due April 30, 2000. ...

This office merely notes that there is no designated maximum extension for the filing of annual reports; rather, extensions of time are granted based upon demonstrated need as indicated in the utility’s request for extension of time.  Regrettably, Union Telephone Company does not provide this Commission with any reason why it needs an extension of time, nor how much additional time it requires.  Accordingly, the best this office can do is grant Union Telephone Company an additional 31 days, until the end of May 2000 within which to file its annual report.

B. By letter received April 3, 2000, the Harbor Consulting Group, Inc., sent in the following request:

Due to recent changes in its accounting personnel and systems, Network Plus, Inc. requests an extension of time until April 30, 2000 to file its annual report with the Commission.

To begin, this office notes that reporting utilities have until April 30, 2000 within which to file their annual reports, and no extension is necessary on its face.  Further, the Harbor Consulting Group, Inc., does not identify its relationship with Network Plus, Inc., thus raising questions about the propriety of granting Network Plus, Inc., an extension of time based upon a request made by a stranger.  In the future, Harbor Consulting Group, Inc., might wish to begin its letters by identifying what relationship it has with the utility it purports to represent.

II. order

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. Union Telephone Company is hereby granted an extenstion of time to and including May 31, 2000 within which to file its annual report for the year ended December 31, 1999.

2. The request of Harbor Consulting Group, Inc., on behalf of Network Plus, Inc., is denied for being moot.  All utilities already have until April 30, 2000 within which to file their annual reports, and no extension is indicated here.

3. This order is effective immediately.
