I. STATEMENT

A. On April 14, 2000, counsel for Staff and the Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) were personally present, and counsel for Respondent Delta County Tele-Comm., Inc., was present by telephone, in support of an oral Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Testimony.  As grounds for the motion, the parties represent that they desire additional time for settlement negotiations and to determine whether related procedural issues may warrant further consideration.  Most immediately, the OCC seeks to postpone the filing of its testimony, which is currently due Monday, April 17, 2000.

B. The Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) responsible for this matter is unavailable until Monday, April 17, 2000.  However, it appears to be in the interests of all parties and of justice that the OCC not be required to prepare and file testimony when a brief extension will allow the ALJ to fully consider all of the issues raised and determine whether any further extensions ought to be granted.

II. ORDER

C. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion for Extension of Time to File Testimony is granted.  The Office of Consumer Counsel shall have until Friday, April 21, 2000 to file either its answer testimony or a unanimous stipulation in this proceeding.

2. All other provisos of the Interim Order mailed on April 13, 2000 remain undisturbed, including the April 24, 2000 deadline for the filing of Staff’s answer testimony and the May 1, 2000 deadline for the filing of Delta County Tele-Comm, Inc.’s rebuttal testimony, subject to such further orders as may be entered.  The parties have reserved the right to request further extensions of modifications of the procedural schedule.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
