I. STATEMENT

A. The captioned proceeding was commenced on March 1, 2000 when Phillips County Telephone Company (“Phillips”) filed Advice Letter No. 50 (Docket No. 00S-172T) and a request for waiver of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-27-20 (Docket No. 00M-112T).  By Decision No. C00-330 dated March 29, 2000, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed by Phillips with Advice Letter No. 50, consolidated Dockets Nos. 00S-172T and 00M-112T, and set the matter for hearing in Denver, Colorado on July 20, 2000.

B. Timely interventions have been filed in this proceeding by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel.  In addition, the Phillips County Commissioners and Melissa Memorial Hospital have requested an opportunity to present public testimony in this matter in Phillips County.  Approximately 22 residents of Phillips County filed “protests” with the Commission in response to the official notice provided by Phillips of the rate changes proposed in Advice Letter No. 50.

C. Due to a conflict that has arisen in this office, it is necessary to vacate the July 20, 2000 hearing date and re-schedule the hearing to dates convenient to the parties.  All parties advise that they are available for hearing on July 27 and 28, 2000.  Since counsel for all parties are located in Denver, Colorado, the hearing will be held at the Commission’s offices in Denver.

D. It is also appropriate, however, to allow for the presentation of public testimony and comments in Phillips County.  Therefore, a public hearing will also be scheduled in Holyoke, Colorado on July 24, 2000.
