ORDER (1) DENYING AS PREMATURE 
THE MOTION OF AT&T COMMUNICATIONS OF THE MOUNTAIN STATES, INC., FOR CLARIFICATION, THE REQUEST FOR AN OPPORTUNITY TO SUPPLEMENT COMMENTS, AND THE REQUEST FOR EXTENSION OF TIME AND (2) WAIVING RESPONSE TIME

I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS 

A. On May 5, 2000, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. ("AT&T") filed a motion with the Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") seeking a Commission order (1) clarifying the scope of the technical workshops to be held in this docket, specifically whether or not certain issues should be held in abeyance; (2) clarifying that U S WEST Communications, Inc.'s ("USWC") actual operational support systems ("OSS") related to specific § 271 competitive checklist items
 will not be discussed in the technical workshops until the pertinent OSS systems are complete and tested; (3) granting all participants an opportunity to supplement their initial comments for the first technical workshop; and (4) granting all participants an extension of time to file initial comments in the remaining technical workshops.  

B. Because this motion is premature, the Commission will waive response time.  

C. The Commission has not issued an order in this docket which either delineates the subject matter of the technical workshops, approved in concept in Decision No. C00-420 at ¶¶ I.A.13 and 14, or establishes a procedural schedule governing filing or other pertinent dates.  Based on this review of the record, the Commission finds that AT&T's motion and requests are premature.  There is no Commission decision to be clarified and no Commission-approved procedural schedule with respect to which to grant an extension of time.  As a result, the Commission will deny the AT&T motion as premature.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The motion of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., for clarification, the request to supplement comments for the first workshop, and the request for an extension of time to file initial comments in other workshops are denied as premature.  

2. Response time to the motion of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., for clarification and request to supplement initial comments for the first workshop and for an extension of time to file initial comments in other workshops pending resolution of the motion is waived.  

B. This Order is effective immediately.
