I. statement

A. The hearing of the instant application is currently scheduled for June 16, 2000 in Brighton, Colorado.

B. The undersigned will be unavailable on that date to hear the case.  Therefore the hearing will be rescheduled.

C. On May 5, 2000, Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Express Shuttle and Mohammad Irshad Khan and Iftikhar Ahmed Khan, doing business as Broomfield Transportation filed a joint motion to intervene.  No response to the motion was filed.  The joint motion to intervene will be granted 

D. On May 16, 2000, Applicant Cowboy Cadillacs and Intervenors Boulder Shuttle, LLC, Shuttle Associates, LLC, and Denver Taxi, LLC filed a Stipulated Motion to Restrictively Amend the Application.

E. Applicant amends the application as published by the Commission in its Notice of Applications Filed (March 13, 2000), so that the full and complete authority sought by Applicant would read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, 

between all points in the area:  beginning at 88th Avenue and Interstate Highway 25; thence north on Interstate 25 to Colorado State Highway 52; thence west on Colorado State Highway 52 to Colorado State Highway 119; thence northeast on Colorado State highway 119 to 75th Street, as extended; thence north on 75th Street, as extended, to Colorado State Highway 66; thence east on Colorado State Highway 66 to Platteville, Colorado; thence easterly along a line from Platteville to Roggen, Colorado; thence southwest from Roggen on Interstate Highway 76 to Hudson, Colorado; thence south from Hudson on Hayesmont Road to 120th Avenue; thence west on 120th Avenue to Picadilly Road; thence south on Picadilly Road, as extended, to 96th Avenue, as extended; thence west on 96th Avenue, as extended, to Interstate Highway 76; thence southwest on Interstate Highway 76 to 88th Avenue; thence west on 88th Avenue to Interstate Highway 25, the point of beginning.

F. It is found that the proposed amendment is restrictive in nature and capable of enforcement.  The restrictive amendment is accepted.

II. order

G. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing of the application currently scheduled for June 16, 2000 in Brighton, Colorado is vacated.
