A.
This is a civil penalty assessment action brought by the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Complainant” or “Commission”) against Yeshigeta Tirunhe Gebermichael, doing business as Ethio-Airport Shuttle (“Respondent”), pursuant to § 40-7-116, C.R.S.

B.

C.

August 14, 2000—due date for Respondent’s witness and exhibits list.

E.
The discovery rules and procedures found at Rule 77(b)(1) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-77(b)(1)) shall govern this proceeding, except as follows:  (a) any discovery motion shall be faxed to the party from whom the relief is being sought on the day it is filed with the Commission; and (b) any desired response to a discovery motion shall be filed within five working days of the receipt of the motion.
