I. statement

2. Applicant Western Wireless Holding Company, Inc., shall file its exhibits and testimony, in question-and-answer format, by June 21, 2000.  Intervenors shall file their exhibits and testimony, in question-and-answer format, by July 21, 2000.  Reply testimony and cross-answer testimony shall be filed in question-and-answer format by August 18, 2000.

3. Response time to written discovery is the normal ten-day response time.  However, for discovery served after August 18, 2000, response time is seven calendar days.  The parties are limited to 15 interrogatories and 1 deposition per party for discovery served after August 18, 2000.

4. The response time to any discovery motion shall be three business days.  Any discovery motion shall be faxed or e-mailed to the party from whom relief is being sought.

5. Response time to any dispositive motion shall be ten calendar days.  The deadline for dispositive motions on any issue is August 17, 2000.

6. Response time for all other motions shall be seven calendar days.
