I. statement

A. On May 24, 2000, the Colorado Telecommunications Associations, Inc. (“CTA”), filed its Motion to Intervene in Support of Stipulation.  By this motion the CTA seeks to intervene and states that it is an association whose membership is primarily made up of rural local exchange providers.  CTA’s members have an interest in the establishment of price regulation for rural companies, and CTA notes that the stipulation in this proceeding may contain some elements of a model form of alternative regulatory treatment for rural providers.  CTA notes that its intervention is untimely, but its intervention only comes about due to the unique nature of the stipulation being proposed in this proceeding.

B. No response to the motion was filed.

C. Good grounds for the untimeliness of the motion have been shown, since the stipulation came about long after the close of the intervention period.  Further, the motion sets forth good grounds for intervention on behalf of CTA.  However, consistent with its request, CTA’s intervention will be limited to supporting the stipulation and settlement agreement.

II. order

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Intervene of the Colorado Telecommunications Association in Support of Stipulation filed May 24, 2000, is granted.  The Colorado Telecommunications Association, Inc., is granted intervenor status for the limited purpose of supporting the stipulation and settlement agreement filed in this proceeding.
