I. statement

On June 9, 2000, a Request for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment(s) (“First Request”) was filed in the captioned matter by Applicant, Serendipity Marketing, LLC, doing business as Taxi Time (“Taxi Time”).  On June 13, 2000, Taxi Time filed an Amended Request for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment(s) (“Revised Request”).  The Revised Request asks that 

the First Request be disregarded and that the authority sought by Taxi Time in this proceeding be amended to read as follows:

Transportation, in taxicab service, of

passengers and their baggage

between all points in the Counties of Gilpin and Clear Creek, and from said points to all points in the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Douglas, Denver, Jefferson and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.  The Application is restricted against transportation to or from Denver International Airport.

Transportation, in call-and-demand limousine service, of

passengers and their baggage,

between all points in the Counties of Gilpin and Clear Creek, State of Colorado.

A. The Taxi Time application was originally noticed in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed of January 31, 2000.  Pursuant to the directives set forth in Decision No. R00-282-I, the application was re-noticed in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed of March 27, 2000 to read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in taxi and call-and-demand limousine service,

between all points within an 18 mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 119 and Colorado Highway 279 in Black Hawk, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Clear Creek, Denver, Douglas, Eagle, Gilpin, Jefferson and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:

Restricted against transportation to or from Denver International Airport.

B. The scope of authority described in the Revised Request exceeds the scope of authority set forth in the March 27, 2000 Re-notice since the base area described in such Re-notice (i.e., the 18-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 119 and Colorado Highway 279 in Black Hawk, Colorado), does not encompass all of the base area described in the Revised Request (i.e., Gilpin and Clear Creek Counties, State of Colorado).  For this reason, both the Original Request and the Revised Request must be rejected.

II. Order

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Request for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment(s) and the Amended Request for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment(s) filed in the captioned matter by Applicant, Serendipity Marketing, LLC, doing business as Taxi Time, are rejected. 

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
