I. statement

A.
On June 20, 2000, a Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Contingent Withdrawal of Intervention was filed in the captioned matter by Applicant, Barbara J. Bartels, doing business as Kandi’s Kabs (“Kandi’s Kabs”), and Intervenor, Casino Transportation, Inc. (“CTI”) (“Motion”).  The Motion requests that 

the authority sought by Kandi’s Kabs in this proceeding be amended to read as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in taxi service,

I.
Between all points within a 10 mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 119 and Colorado Highway 279 in Black Hawk, Colorado. 

II.
From all points within a 10 mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 119 and Colorado Highway 279 in Black Hawk, Colorado, to all points in the Counties of Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas, State of Colorado.

III.
Between all points within a 10 mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 119 and Colorado Highway 279 in Black Hawk, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Boulder, Clear Creek, Eagle, Gilpin, and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

B.
Kandi’s Kabs and CTI also request that all parts of its amended application, as described above, be subject to the restriction contained in the March 27, 2000, publication of the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed.  That restriction (referred to hereafter as the “DIA restriction”) reads as follows:

Restricted against service between points in Jefferson County, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

C.
The Motion further requests that the CTI intervention to the Kandi’s Kabs application be deemed withdrawn upon Commission approval of the above-described amendment.

D.
Imposition of the DIA restriction to all parts of the amended application would result in an ambiguous territorial description since only Part II of the amended authority allows service to or from Denver International Airport.  As a result, the DIA restriction will be applied only to Part II.  In all other respects the amendments proposed in the Motion are restrictive in nature, clearly stated, and enforceable.  Such amendments will, subject to the modification of the DIA restriction described in this paragraph D, shall be accepted and the intervention previously filed in Docket No. 00A-014CP by CTI may be deemed withdrawn.

II. Order

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulated Motion for Imposition of Restrictive Amendment and Contingent Withdrawal of Intervention filed in the captioned matter by Applicant, Barbara J. Bartels, doing business as Kandi’s Kabs, and Intervenor, Casino Transportation, Inc., on June 20, 2000, is granted, in part.

2. Unless further restricted, any authority granted to Applicant, Barbara J. Bartels, doing business as Kandi’s Kabs, in this proceeding shall read as follows:

to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in taxi service,

I.
Between all points within a 10 mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 119 and Colorado Highway 279 in Black Hawk, Colorado. 

II.
From all points within a 10 mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 119 and Colorado Highway 279 in Black Hawk, Colorado, to all points in the Counties of Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas, State of Colorado.

III.
Between all points within a 10 mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Highway 119 and Colorado Highway 279 in Black Hawk, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Adams, Boulder, Clear Creek, Eagle, Gilpin, and Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

RESTRICTION:

Part II of this authority is restricted against service between points in Jefferson County, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand. 

3. The intervention previously filed in Docket No. 00A-014CP by Casino Transportation, Inc., is withdrawn.
4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
