I. statement

A. On June 19, 2000, Staff of the Commission filed its Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time.  Staff notes that the time period for Staff’s intervention is ten days after the applications were deemed complete, or in this case May 29, 2000.  Staff relates that the Office of the Attorney General did not receive a request for counsel from Staff until June 14, 2000 after the intervention period had expired.

B. Rule 64(c)(3) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure governs untimely interventions.  The rule states as follows:

If an untimely filing is made, the petitioner shall state good cause for the delay.  The Commission may allow late intervention, subject to reasonable procedural requirements.

Staff’s motion states no good cause.  Rather, it simply states the chronology of when the Office of the Attorney General received a request to intervene.  There is no statement of the circumstances leading up to the request, nor is there any explanation of why the Attorney General required five days to make the filing subsequent to receiving the request from Staff.  Therefore Staff will have seven days from the effective date of this order to supplement its motion to include a statement of good cause, as required by the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

II. order

C. It Is Ordered That:

1. Staff shall have seven days from the effective date of this Order to supplement its Motion for Leave to Intervene Out of Time.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
