I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. On June 28, 2000, King's Deer Telephone Co., Inc. ("King's Deer"), filed with the Public Utilities Commission of Colorado ("Commission") a late-filed entry of appearance and notice of intervention or, in the alternative, petition to intervene ("late-filed petition to intervene") in this docket.   

B. In light of the nature of the late-filed petition to intervene and the fact that prompt action is necessary so that King's Deer may participate in the continuation of the first technical workshop scheduled for June 29 and 30, 2000, the Commission waives response time to this motion.   

C. The intervention period in this docket expired on January 10, 2000.   

D. King's Deer requests permission to intervene late.  Given the open nature of this proceeding and the Commission's determination that technical workshops should be used to develop the record in this docket (see Decision No. C00-420), the Commission finds that King's Deer states good cause for granting its late-filed petition to intervene.   

E. The Commission will grant the late-filed petition to intervene with the proviso that King's Deer must take this docket as it finds it.  King's Deer has agreed to "accept the administrative record as it finds it at the time intervention is granted."  Late-filed petition to intervene at ¶ 5.   

F. King's Deer is directed to review Decision Nos. C00-420 and R00-612-I with respect to procedures, including dates of future technical workshops and filing requirements, in this docket.   

II. ORDER

G. It is Ordered That:

1. King's Deer Telephone Co., Inc., is granted its late-filed petition to intervene, with the proviso that King's Deer Telephone Co., Inc., must take the docket as it finds it.   

2. Response time to the late-filed petition is waived.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
