I. STATEMENT

A.
On July 11, 2000, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) filed an Unopposed Motion to Extend Testimony Filing Dates (“Motion to Extend”) and Waiver of Response Time (“Motion to Waive”) in the captioned matter.  

B.
The Motion to Extend seeks to modify the current procedural schedule in connection with Intervenors’ answer testimony and exhibits; Applicant, Phillips County Telephone Company’s (“Phillips”), rebuttal testimony and exhibits; and Intervenors’ cross-answer testimony and exhibits.  As grounds for the Motion to Extend, the OCC states that an unavoidable personal matter involving its technical witness precludes it from filing answer testimony on the current due date, July 13, 2000.  The Motion to Waive seeks a waiver of the response time to the Motion to Extend since it is unopposed.

C.
Good grounds having been shown, the current procedural schedule for the filing of rebuttal, answer and cross-answer testimony, and exhibits will be modified as follows:  Staff and the OCC shall file their answer testimony, in question and answer format, on or before July 17, 2000; Phillips may file any desired rebuttal testimony, in question and answer format, on or before August 3, 2000; and Staff and the OCC may file any desired cross-answer testimony, in question and answer format, on or before August 3, 2000.  All remaining procedures and procedural deadlines set forth in Decision No. R00-677-I shall remain the same.

II. ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Unopposed Motion to Extend Testimony Filing Dates and Waiver of Response Time filed by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, is granted.

2. Staff of the Public Utilities Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel shall file their answer testimony, in question and answer format, on or before July 17, 2000.  Phillips County Telephone Company may file any desired rebuttal testimony, in question and answer format, on or before August 3, 2000.  Staff of the Public Utilities Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel may file any desired cross-answer testimony, in question and answer format, on or before August 3, 2000.

3. All remaining procedures and procedural deadlines set forth in Decision No. R00-677-I shall remain the same.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
