I. STATEMENT

A.
On July 7, 2000, Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“Qwest”), filed a Motion to Continue Hearing Date and Procedural Schedule (“Motion to Continue”) in the captioned matter.  The Motion to Continue seeks to vacate the current August 7, 2000 hearing date and to reschedule the hearing to September 15, 2000; and, further, to modify the procedural schedule in connection with the filing of witness and exhibits lists by the parties.
