EXENDING TEMPORARY AUTHORITY

I. STATEMENT

A.
On July 20, 2000, a Petition to Extend Temporary Authority (“Petition to Extend”) was filed in the captioned proceeding by Serendipity Marketing, LLC, doing business as Taxi Time (“Taxi Time”).  The Petition to Extend seeks an extension of temporary authority granted to Taxi Time in Decision No. C00-152 for an additional 90 days or, in the alternative, in the event its permanent authority application is granted, until such time as the permanent authority is in effect.

B.
As grounds for its Petition to Extend, Taxi Time states that it is presently providing at least 60 trips per day within the Black Hawk/Central City area under its temporary authority.  Such temporary authority is scheduled to expire, however, on August 14, 2000.  Although the hearing on its permanent application was completed on July 17, 2000, Taxi Time fears that an administratively final decision will not be rendered in the permanent application proceeding prior to the expiration of its temporary authority.  Taxi Time contends that the failure to extend its temporary authority under these circumstances would deprive the residents of Black Hawk and/or Central City of a much needed transportation service.  Effectively, it is Taxi Time’s position that the “immediate and urgent need” for its service which the Commission found in connection with its grant of temporary authority in Decision No. C00-152 continues to exist.

C.
Section 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., authorizes the Commission to extend temporary authority beyond the initial 180-day grant of such authority.  Such an extension may, upon good cause shown, be granted until the corresponding permanent authority application is final.  

D.
Taxi Time has demonstrated good cause for the requested extension of its temporary authority.  It is indeed possible that an administratively final decision in Taxi Time’s permanent application will not be rendered prior to the August 14, 2000 temporary authority expiration date.  Passengers within Black Hawk/Central City who have come to rely on Taxi Time’s service should be allowed to continue to use its service until a final decision is rendered in connection with Taxi Time’s permanent application.

II. Order

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Extend Temporary Authority filed by Serendipity Marketing, LLC, doing business as Taxi Time, is granted.

2. Serendipity Marketing, LLC, doing business as Taxi Time, is granted an extension of temporary authority (originally granted in Decision No. C00-152) until such time as an administratively final decision is rendered in its corresponding permanent application.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
