I. STATEMENT

A. On July 14, 2000, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Staff’s Prefiled Testimony Deadline of July 17, 2000.  Staff also requests that the scheduled hearing of August 21, 2000 be vacated and that response time to the motion be waived.

B. Staff states that Public Service Company of Colorado and Staff have reached a settlement in principal.  Staff at the time the motion was filed, stated that it was unaware of whether the other parties to this action, namely the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, Colorado Interstate Gas Company, and Wyoming Interstate Company, Ltd. will join in the settlement.

C. Good cause having been shown, the motion of Staff to vacate its prefiled testimony deadline of July 17, 2000 will be granted.  The request to vacate the hearing will not be granted since it is unknown at this time whether other parties to this action will join in the Stipulation.  Upon the representation of Staff in its motion that no other party opposes the motion to vacate Staff’s testimony deadline, response time to the motion is waived.

I. ORDER

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Staff to vacate its prefiled testimony deadline of July 17, 2000 is granted.

2. Response time to the motion is waived.
