I. STATEMENT

On July 25, 2000, Applicant TF Transportation, LLC (“TF”), and Intervenors Denver Shuttle, LLC, Denver Taxi, LLC, and Golden West Commuter, LLC filed their Stipulated Motion to Restrictively Amend Application to Request Contract Carrier Authority, and to Contingently Withdraw Intervention.  By this motion the moving parties state that if the application is amended in the form set forth in the motion then the interventions of the intervening parties may be deemed withdrawn.  TF seeks to amend its application by converting it 

from a request for common carrier authority to a request for contract carrier authority which would read as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, 

between all points in the area comprised of the Counties of Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted:

(1)
To providing transportation in only Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas Counties;

(2)
To transportation of passengers on behalf of the Arapahoe County Transportation Services Division, the Department of Human Services of the City and County of Denver, Douglas County Senior Services, United States Department of Human Services, Adult Services Division; 

(3)
Against providing transportation that originates or terminates at Denver International Airport; and

(4)
To transportation in vehicles with a seating capacity of eight passengers or more, excluding the driver, which are equipped with wheel chair lifts.

The Administrative Law Judge notified the parties that, with one exception, the proposed amendment was acceptable and vacated the hearing that was scheduled for July 26, 2000.  The lone unacceptable portion of the amendment is Restriction (1), which is duplicative since it purports to restrict the application only to what has been granted in the granting portion.  Such a restriction is inherently ambiguous and will be stricken.  This does not alter the proposal of the moving parties.

A. The Applicant shall have ten days from the effective date of this order to provide supporting documents from the contracting agencies verifying that their authorization will be required for TF to provide transportation to their clients, and that TF will be paid for the transportation by agencies administering the transportation programs, not by passengers themselves.

II. ORDER

B. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Stipulated Motion to Restrictively Amend Application to Request Restricted Contract Carrier Authority and to Contingently Withdraw Intervention filed July 25, 2000, is granted.  The application in its amended form is as follows:

For authority to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of

passengers, and their baggage,

between all points in the area comprised of the counties of Arapahoe, Denver, and Douglas, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted:

(1)
To transportation of passengers on behalf of the Arapahoe County Transportation Services Division, the Department of Human Services of the City and County of Denver, Douglas County Senior Services, the United States Department of Human Services, Adult Services Division; 

(2)
Against transportation that originates or terminates at Denver International Airport; and

(3)
To transportation in vehicles with a seating capacity of eight passengers or more, excluding the driver, which are equipped with wheel chair lifts.

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for July 26, 2000, is vacated.

3. The Applicant TF Transportation, LLC shall have ten days from the effective date of this Order to supply supplemental supporting documents as set forth above.

4. The interventions of Denver Shuttle, LLC, Shuttle Associates, LLC, Denver Taxi, LLC, and Golden West Commuter, LLC are dismissed.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
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
