I. Statement, Findings and Conclusions

A. On August 1, 2000, Public Service Company of Colorado ("Public Service") filed a motion for entry of extraordinary confidential protection of the Fourth Progress Report Concerning Public Service Company of Colorado's January 28, 2000 Resource Solicitation ("Fourth Progress Report").  Public Service filed this motion pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-16-3.2.

B. Public Service seeks to limit disclosure of the Fourth Progress Report (1) to the Commissioners and (2) to members of the Commission Staff and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel ("OCC") who execute non-disclosure agreements in accordance with Rule 4 CCR 723-16-3.8.

C. As was the case in Commission Decision No. R00-459-I (ordering extraordinary confidential protection for the First Progress Report) and Commission Decision No. R00-750-I (ordering extraordinary confidential protection for the Third Progress Report) the Commission finds that Public Service has again stated good cause for its request.  Accordingly, the Commission grants extraordinary protection of the Fourth Progress Report.  As in the above cited decisions, the Commission is not entering protective provisions applicable to any future progress reports to be filed by Public Service in this Docket.

D. The Commission continues its previous findings that Rule 4 CCR 723-16-3 otherwise governs the procedures to be followed in this Docket.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The response time to the motion for extraordinary protection is waived.
2. The motion for extraordinary confidential protection filed by Public Service Company of Colorado on August 1, 2000 with respect to the Fourth Progress Report Concerning Public Service Company of Colorado's January 28, 2000 Resource Solicitation is granted.

3. A protective order for the Fourth Progress Report Concerning Public Service Company of Colorado's January 28, 2000 Resource Solicitation is entered.  Disclosure of the Fourth Progress Report Concerning Public Service Company of Colorado's January 28, 2000 Resource Solicitation is limited (1) to the Commissioners and (2) to those members of the Commission Staff and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel who execute non-disclosure agreements in accordance with Rule 4 CCR 723-16-3.8.

B. This Order is effective immediately.
