I. statement, findings, and conclusions

A. On April 19, 2000, Mohammad Irshad Kahn and Iftikhar Ahmed Kahn, doing business as Broomfield Transportation (“Transferor”) and Earth Cab, LLC (“Transferee”) filed an application for approval of the transfer of certificate of public convenience and necessity, PUC No. 12182 & I from Transferor to Transferee.

B. The Commission issued notice of the application on April 24, 2000 and scheduled the hearing for July 31, 2000.

C. On May 24, 2000, Denver Taxi, LLC, Boulder Taxi, LLC, and Denver Shuttle, LLC (“Intervenors”) filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

D. On June 8, 2000, Intervenors unconditionally withdrew their intervention.

E. On June 13, 2000, Transferor and Transferee requested that this application be decided pursuant to the Commission’s modified procedure.

F. Since this matter is noncontested, and Applicants request a no hearing procedure, this matter can be handled pursuant to the Commission’s modified procedure.

G. It is found and concluded that the application should be granted.  All operating rights held under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 12182 & I are requested to be transferred.  There will be no duplication of authority since the Transferee presently has no PUC authority.  Transferee is financially and otherwise fit to operate the authority.

H. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S.. it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. order

I. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for a transfer of certificate of public convenience and necessity, PUC No. 12182 & I from Mohammad Irshad Kahn and Iftikhar Ahmed Kahn, doing business as Broomfield Transportation to Earth Cab, LLC is granted.

2. Mohammad Irshad Kahn and Iftikhar Ahmed Kahn, doing business as Broomfield Transportation are authorized to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 12182 & I to Earth Cab, Inc., LCC.

3. The authority authorized to be transferred by this recommended decision, certificate of public convenience and necessity, PUC No. 12182 & I reads as follows:

(1)
Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, and packages by taxicab,

from point-to-point within a radius of six (6) miles of the Intersection of Nickle and Midway Streets in the City of Broomfield, Colorado, and between points within such radius on the one hand, and, on the other hand, all points within the State of Colorado.

(2)
Transportation, in scheduled limousine service of,


passengers and their baggage,


between Broomfield, Colorado and Stapleton International Airport in Denver, Colorado via 120 Avenue, Interstate 25, Interstate 76, Interstate 270, Quebec Street, and Martin Luther King Boulevard, serving all intermediate points between Broomfield, Colorado and 104th Avenue and Interstate 25, and serving the off route points of the Holiday Inn at 120th Avenue and I-25; the Bronco Inn at 104th Avenue and I-25; the Days Inn at 120th Avenue and I-25; the Bell Laboratories at 119th and Pecos; the Jefferson County Airport; all points on 120th Avenue between I-25 and North Washington Street; and all points on North Washington Street between 120th Avenue and 125th Avenue.

Interstate Authority:

Authority to use equipment in the State of Colorado as a common interstate carrier between all points in the State of Colorado and Colorado state boundary lines where all highways cross same in the interstate commerce, only subject to provisions of the Federal Motor Carrier Act of 1935, as amended.

4. The tariff of rates, rules, and regulations of the Transferor, Mohammad Irshad Kahn and Ifitkhar Ahmed Kahn, doing business as Broomfield Transportation shall, upon proper adoption notice, become and remain those of the Transferee, Earth Cab, LLC until changed according to law and rules and regulations of this Commission.  Transferee shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by the Commission’s rules.  Transferee shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  Applicant shall file an acceptance of transfer, signed by the Transferee and Transferor, and a terminating annual report of the Transferor.  If the Applicants do not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then ordering paragraph nos. 1 and 2 which grant approval of the transfer shall be void, and the approval granted shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.

5. The hearing scheduled for July 31, 2000 is vacated.

6. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

7. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

8. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
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
