I. statement

A. On June 9, 2000, Kevin R. Klein, doing business as Public Safety Consultants (“Complainant”) filed a complaint naming AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (“AT&T”), as Respondent.

B. On June 23, 2000, the Commission issued an Order to Satisfy or Answer and scheduled the hearing of the complaint for August 17, 2000.

C. On July 13, 2000, AT&T filed a Motion to Dismiss the Complaint.

D. On July 18, 2000, Complainant filed an Answer to AT&T’s Motion to Dismiss.

E. On July 31, 2000, AT&T filed a Motion for Leave to Reply to Complainant’s Answer to AT&T’s Motion to Dismiss.  AT&T’s Reply to Complainant’s Answer was filed contemporaneously with its Motion for Leave to File the Reply.

F. On July 31, 2000,  AT&T filed a Motion to Vacate the Hearing scheduled for August 17, 2000.  AT&T requests that the hearing be vacated for the reason that AT&T’s counsel has a scheduling conflict and therefore will not be able to appear before the Commission for the hearing as currently scheduled.  In addition, AT&T requests that the Commission vacate the hearing pending the ruling on AT&T’s Motion to Dismiss.  Rescheduling of the hearing will be addressed in the order ruling on the pending Motion to Dismiss.

II. order

G. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., to vacate the hearing currently scheduled for August 17, 2000 is granted.  The hearing scheduled for August 17, 2000 is vacated.

2. The motion of AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., for leave to reply to Complainant Kevin R. Klein, doing business as Public Safety Consultants’ answer is granted.

3. Response time to the above motions is waived.
