I. statement

A. On August 14, 2000, the Respondent, Yeshigeta Gebremichael, doing business as Ethio Shuttle (“Ethio Shuttle”), filed a Stipulated Motion to Reset Hearing Date (“Motion”) in the captioned proceeding.  In addition to requesting that the current August 24, 2000 hearing date be vacated and that a new hearing date be set, the Motion also requests that a new procedural schedule be established.

B. As grounds for the Motion, Ethio Shuttle states that the August 24, 2000 hearing date conflicts with another matter being handled by its legal counsel in Denver District Court.  In addition, the matter has been re-assigned to new counsel for the Staff of the Commission (“Staff”).  Newly appointed counsel for Staff also has a conflict with the current hearing date. 

C. Consultation with the parties through their respective counsel reveals that they are available for a hearing in Denver, Colorado on October 20, 2000.  Therefore, the August 24, 2000 hearing date will be vacated and the matter will be re-set for hearing on October 20, 2000.

D. In addition, the procedural schedule previously established in Decision No. R00-621-I will be revised as follows:

September 8, 2000—due date for completion of discovery.

September 22, 2000—final date for discovery motions.

September 22, 2000—due date for Complainant’s witness and exhibits list.

October 6, 2000—due date for Respondent’s witness and exhibits list.

E. The discovery rules and procedures found at Rule 77(b)(1) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-77(b)(1)) shall govern this proceeding, except as follows:  (a) any discovery motion shall be faxed to the party from whom the relief is being sought on the day it is filed with the Commission; and (b) any desired response to a discovery motion shall be filed within five working days of the receipt of the motion.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for August 24, 2000, is vacated.
