any territory, incorporated or unincorporated, included in an urbanized area, as defined by the United States Bureau of the Census as of August 10, 1993; 

723-2-2.43.2
provides basic local exchange service, to fewer than 50,000 access lines; or

723-2-2.43.3
provides basic local exchange service to any local exchange carrier study area, as defined by the Commission, with fewer than 100,000 access lines; or

723-2-2.43.4
has less than 15 percent of its access lines in communities of more than 50,000 inhabitants.

Held Service Order - means 

723-2-2.26.1
for all LECs except Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers, an application for establishment of basic local exchange service, as defined in Rule 2.2, in the service territory of the LEC which the LEC is unable to fill by the customer's requested service date.  The application shall be notice to the LEC that the customers desires service.  Oral or written requests shall be considered application for this purpose.

723-2-2.26.2
for Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers, an application for establishment of basic local exchange service, as defined in Rule 2.2, in the service territory of the Small LECRural Telecommunications Provider, which is not filled because of the inability of the LEC to supply service in 30 days after the date of the customer's application, except when the customer requests a later service date.  The application shall be notice to the LEC that the customer desires service.  Oral or written requests shall be considered application for this purpose.

723-2-24.8.3
A Small LECRural Telecommunications Provider may request a waiver from the Commission via a letter/Application which sets forth in detail the grounds upon which the waiver is sought.  Such letter/Application must be signed by an officer of the Small LECRural Telecommunications Provider.

Local exchange companies classified as small rural local exchange companiesRural Telecommunications Providers according to § 40-15-503 (2)(d), C.R.S. are not required to provide intraLATA equal access under these rules until and unless a bona fide request is received by an interexchange carrier requesting such equal access. If small local exchange companiesRural Telecommunications Providers are required under Federal Communications Commission rules to provide interLATA equal access prior to receiving a bona fide request from an interexchange carrier, such small rural local exchange companyRural Telecommunications Provider may use these rules to implement both interLATA and intraLATA equal access concurrently in order to minimize costs.

In the event the Commission requires an accounting plan to segregate assets, liabilities, revenues, and expenses of the services under Rules 5.3.7(a) or (b), the provider shall also modify its cost separation manual required by the Rules under §  40-15-108, C.R.S. Prescribing Cost-Allocation Methods for Segregation of Investments and Expenses of Telecommunications Providers, 4 CCR 723-27.  Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers exempted from filing a cost-segregation manual shall not be required to file plans nor updates but shall be required to follow the cost-segregation rules.

APPLICABILITY AND PURPOSE FOR RULES.

723-27-1.1
These rules are applicable to all intrastate telecommunications service providers who provide both regulated and deregulated telecommunications services as permitted by law.  Except as otherwise specifically provided, Rules 15 through 20 are applicable only to local exchange providers as defined in § 40-15-102(1824.5), C.R.S., who furnish 50,000 or fewer access lines and who have opted to have their access charges regulated by the Commission in accordance with Part 2 of Article 15, Title 40, C.R.S. as stated in § 40-15-105(2), C.R.S. (hereafter referred to in these rules as "small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers").

723-27-3.2.2.1
For all providers, except Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers, one percent of the provider's total annual Colorado operating revenue for regulated services; seven percent of the  Small LEC=sRural Telecommunications Provider=s total annual Colorado operating revenue for regulated services; or

723-27-3.3.1.1
Except Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers, one percent of the provider's total annual Colorado operating revenue for regulated services;  seven percent of the Small LEC=sRural Telecommunications Provider=s total annual Colorado operating revenue for regulated services provided that the rates charged for such deregulated services are compensatory; or

All providers shall maintain their books and records in accordance with Federal Communications Commission (hereafter referred to in these rules as "FCC") Part 32 Class A, except for Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers, which may use FCC Part 32 Class A or Class B.

Each provider, except Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers, shall file with the Commission its segregated financial statements as an Appendix B to its annual report.

RULE (4 CCR) 723-27-15.  APPLICABILITY.  

Rule 18 is applicable to  Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers who are not average schedule companies as defined in 47 CFR 69.605 to 69.610, (average schedule small LEC) except as otherwise specifically noted.  Rule 20 is applicable to all Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers.

RULE (4 CCR) 723-27-18.  COLORADO INTRASTATE ACCESS COSTS SHALL BE SEPARATED.

723-27-18.1
Pursuant to '40-15-108(1) C.R.S., each  Small LECRural Telecommunications Provider which provides facilities or equipment for use by interstate users or providers of telecommunications services shall separate all investments and expenses associated therewith according to applicable federal separation procedures and agreements.  Prior to separating intrastate costs, each provider shall segregate its intrastate investments and expenses in accordance with Sections 1 through 14 of these Rules.

723-27-18.2.1.1.1  For Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers reporting an average unseparated loop cost per  working loop less than or equal to 115 percent of the national average for this cost, the weighting factor shall be:  one (1).

723-27-18.2.1.1.2  For Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers reporting an average unseparated loop cost per working loop in excess of 115 percent of the national average for this cost, the weighting factor shall be:  115 percent of the national average unseparated loop cost per working loop divided by the Small LEC=sRural Telecommunications Provider=s average unseparated loop cost per working loop.

The rate elements contained in the access tariffs of Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers who are not average schedule Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers, shall be based upon an application of 47 CFR, part 69.1 to 69.502, to the intrastate access revenue requirement of the Small LECRural Telecommunications Provider. 

723-27-20.2
The intrastate access charge elements in the tariffs of average schedule Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers shall be set at the average, as determined by the Administrator, of the access rate elements of the Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers who are not average schedule LECs which exists at the time that the average schedule  Small LEC=sRural Telecommunications Provider=s tariff rate elements are established.  Average schedule Small LECsRural Telecommunications Providers are not required to modify their access charge elements each time the administrator redetermines the average of the access charge elements, but each shall comply with the provisions of Rule 19.6.2. {Rule 18.6.1 of the Rules Prescribing the Procedures for Administering the Colorado High Cost Fund, 4 CCR 723-41}.   When modified access charge elements are to be established, through request by the LEC, show cause, complaint or other proceeding, the access charge elements shall be set at the then-current average.

For an incumbent small local exchange  Rural Telecommunications Provider as  described in Section 40-15-503(2)(d) C.R.S., within thirty days after a new, facility-based, local exchange provider obtains operating authority and commences operations within its service territory, the incumbent small local exchange Rural Telecommunications Provider must file tariffs with the Commission providing for interim service provider number portability, as  described in Rule 3 and this Rule 6.
