I. statement

A. On August 3, 2000, the Applicant Michael J. Goodman, doing business as Golden Harmony filed a letter with this Commission.  The letter states in its entirety as follows:

Golden Harmony would like to amend the previous application for transportation restrictions to read as follows:

Golden Harmony requests authority to operate as a transportation provider between all points in the counties of Arapahoe, Adams, Denver, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:

This application is restricted to providing transportation services on behalf of the Arapahoe, Adams, Denver, and Jefferson Counties Department of Human Services.  The Elderly, Blind, and Disabled passengers and their attendants who are recipients of Medicaid.  Golden Harmony is against providing transportation that originates or terminates at Denver International Airport.

The first paragraph is somewhat ambiguous in that the application was noticed for only call-and-demand limousine authority.  However, Staff has contacted the Applicant who indicates that no expansion beyond call-and-demand limousine authority has been sought.

B. The restrictions paragraph, however, is fatally ambiguous.  The second sentence, referring to elderly, blind, and disabled passengers and their attendants who are recipients of Medicaid, is ambiguous as to whether this is a separate classification or a subset of clients of the Department of Human Services of the various counties.  Therefore the Applicant will have an opportunity to clarify his intent in this regard.

C. Further, it may be that the Applicant would want to convert this from a common to a contract carrier authority, if in fact the Departments of Human Services are controlling the transportation and paying for the actual transportation services.

II. order

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request to amend the application filed August 3, 2000, is rejected.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
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
