I. statement

A. In accordance with the order of the Commission dated July 5, 2000, this matter was set for a hearing to be held on August 21, 2000 at 9:00 a.m.  At the assigned place and time the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) called the matter for hearing.  As a preliminary matter the Applicant Quick Eagle, Inc., and Intervenors Earth Cab, LLC; Mohamad Irshad Kahn and Iftikhar Ahmed Kahn, doing business as Broomfield Transportation; Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Express Shuttle; North Denver Airport Express, Inc.; and Nemarda Corporation filed a Stipulation.  The Stipulation seeks to amend the application to restrict the authority against:  (1) transportation to and from Denver International Airport; and (2) transportation to, from, or between points within six miles of the intersection of Nickle and Midway Streets in Broomfield, Colorado.  The proposed amendment is restrictive in nature, administratively enforceable, and the ALJ accepted it.

B. The Applicant as a preliminary matter then moved for a continuance in order to convert this application to a contract carrier application and to reach an agreement with the remaining intervenors.  A continuance was granted.

C. Finally, the ALJ determined that the application as it currently exists concerns an amount in excess of $10,000 and therefore the provisions of § 13-1-127, C.R.S., which would allow a corporate officer to represent the corporate applicant, do not apply.  See § 13-1-127(2)(a), C.R.S.  The Applicant was advised that should the matter go to hearing the corporation would either need an attorney to represent the corporation, or a corporate officer’s involvement would be limited to making a statement on behalf of the corporation.

II. order

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The application in its current form is as follows:

For a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service,

between all points in the counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:

(1)
Restricted against transportation to and from Denver International Airport; and

(2)
Restricted against transportation to, from, or between points within six miles of the intersection of Nickle and Midway Streets in Broomfield, Colorado.

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for August 21, 2000 is continued.  Applicant shall have until September 5, 2000, to file stipulations with the remaining intervenors.  If the stipulations are not filed the matter will be reset for hearing.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
