I. statement

A. On August 25, 2000, Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“Qwest”), filed a Motion for Three Day Extension of Time to File Witness and Exhibit Lists (“Motion for Extension”) in the captioned matter. 3. Qwest Corporation, formerly known as U S WEST Communications, Inc., and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel shall file their witness and exhibit lists on or before August 30, 2000.
