I. STATEMENT

A. The captioned application of San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express (“Telluride Express”) and Patrick Ring and Bobby Jo Collins, doing business as C&R Enterprises and/or Western Express Taxi (“C&R”), was filed with the Commission on July 7, 2000, and was published in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed (“the Notice”) on July 17, 2000.  The application seeks Commission approval for the lease of a portion of Certificate No. 1648 from Telluride Express to C&R.

B. A timely intervention was filed in this proceeding by Chanda L. and John T. Jones, doing business as Delta Transit Company (“Delta Transit”).

C. The hearing of this matter is currently scheduled for October 4, 2000, in Montrose, Colorado.

D. On August 17, 2000, Telluride Express filed a pleading entitled “Entry of Appearance and Motion to Vacate The Original Hearing Date And To Reschedule” (“Motion to Vacate”).  That pleading indicates that Mr. Brotman, Telluride Express’ President, is unavailable for hearing on October 4, 2000.  It requests that the hearing be rescheduled to one of the other October dates set forth in the Motion to Vacate.  No response was filed to the Motion to Vacate by Delta Transit.  Good grounds having been shown, the matter will be rescheduled for hearing on October 17, 2000, in Montrose, Colorado.

E. By correspondence dated August 22, 2000, directed to Mr. Willert of the Commission’s Transportation Staff, Telluride Transit seeks clarification concerning the description of that portion of Certificate No. 1648 which it seeks to lease to C&R as set forth in the Notice.  Telluride Transit wishes to make it clear that the Notice’s references to “all points within a ten-mile radius of Delta, Colorado” and to “all points within a ten-mile radius of Ouray, Colorado” includes all points within the city limits of both Delta and Ouray, Colorado.

F. In order to avoid any possible confusion or ambiguity concerning the territorial scope of the operating rights Telluride Transit seeks to lease to C&R, it is advisable to re-notice this application in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed on September 11, 2000.  Such re-notice shall provide for a shortened (five-day) intervention period and shall advise all parties of the newly scheduled hearing date.  Delta Transit shall remain a party to this proceeding and it will not be necessary for Delta Transit to re-file another intervention pleading in connection with this re-notice.

II. ORDER

G. It Is Ordered That:

1. The captioned application shall be re-noticed in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed of September 11, 2000, as follows:

For authority to lease a portion of certificate of public convenience and necessity, PUC No. 1648, from San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express, P.O. Box 2965, Telluride, Colorado 81435, to Patrick Ring and Bobby Jo Collins, doing business as C&R Enterprises and/or Western Express Taxi, PMB 254, 236 South 3rd Street, Montrose, Colorado 81401.  The initial term of the lease is for a period of 12 months with an option to renew the lease for an additional 12 month period under certain conditions.  If this application is granted, the 

portion of certificate of public convenience and necessity, PUC No. 1648, to be leased is as follows:  

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in taxi service,

between all points within a ten-mile radius of the intersection of Townsend Street and Main Street in Montrose, Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and, on the other hand:

(1)
all points within a ten-mile radius of Delta, Colorado (including all points within the city limits of Delta, Colorado); and 

(2) all points within a ten-mile radius of Ouray, Colorado (including all points within the city limits of Ouray, Colorado).

RESTRICTION:

This application is restricted to the use of equipment with a passenger capacity of eight or less, including the driver.  This matter is set for hearing before the Commission on October 17, 2000, in Montrose, Colorado.

2. The intervention period for the re-noticed application described in ordering paragraph no. 1 above shall be shortened to five days.

3. All parties who previously filed timely interventions in this docket shall remain as parties to this proceeding without the necessity of filing another intervention pleading in connection with the re-notice of this application.

4. The Motion to Vacate the Original Hearing Date and to Reschedule filed by San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express, is granted.

5. The October 4, 2000, hearing date previously scheduled in this matter is vacated.

6. The hearing of this matter is re-scheduled as follows:
