I. statement

A. On August 31, 2000, a Motion to Dismiss Application or Alternative Motion In Limine (“Motion to Dismiss”) was filed in the captioned matter by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (“Alpine Taxi”), an intervenor in this proceeding.  The Motion to Dismiss requests that this application be dismissed or, alternatively, that the Applicant, Russom Ghebreab Tesfamicael, doing business as Tour Colorado (“Tour Colorado”), be prohibited from submitting testimony in this matter as a result of his failure to respond to discovery propounded by Alpine Taxi.  Alpine Taxi also requests expedited action in connection with the Motion to Dismiss in light of the fact that the hearing of this matter is currently scheduled for September 12, 2000. 

B. As suggested by Alpine Taxi, the hearing of this matter is scheduled to occur prior to expiration of the 14-day response period to motions afforded by Rule 22(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(b).  However, that rule allows for shortening this response period for good cause shown.  

C. It is found and concluded that shortening the response period to the Motion to Dismiss is appropriate in order to provide for the orderly disposition of the Motion to Dismiss prior to hearing.  Accordingly, any desired response to the Motion to Dismiss must be filed by Tour Colorado with the Commission on or before September 8, 2000.

II. Order

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the Motion to Dismiss Application or Alternative Motion In Limine filed in the captioned matter by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., on August 31, 2000, must be filed with the Commission on or before September 8, 2000. 

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
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
