I. STATEMENT

A. On September 1, 2000, Petitioners, Gilpin Hotel Venture, doing business as The Gilpin Casino, or Black Hawk/Jacobs Entertainment, LLC, doing business as The Lodge Casino (“Petitioners”), filed a Motion for Continuance (“Motion for Continuance”) and Conditional Waiver of Statutory Time Limits (“Motion to Waive”) in the captioned proceeding.  By those motions, Petitioners seek a continuance of the currently scheduled hearing date in this matter and a waiver of the time limits imposed by § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., for the processing of applications.

B. In support of the Motion for Continuance, Petitioners state that many of its officers will be unavailable on the currently scheduled September 29, 2000, hearing date.  The Motion for Continuance indicates that no other party objects to the requested continuance.

C. In support of the Motion to Waive, Petitioners acknowledge that granting their request for a continuance of the hearing may inhibit the Commission’s ability to comply with the time limits imposed by § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

D. The Motion for Continuance sets forth several alternative hearing dates that are available to Petitioners.  Counsel for Intervenor, Black Hawk Central City Ace Express, advises that he is available on at least one of those dates; namely, October 26, 2000.  Casino Transportation, Inc., withdrew its intervention by pleading dated September 11, 2000.  Attempts to contact the representative for Durango Transportation, Inc., concerning his availability on October 26, 2000, were unsuccessful.

Good grounds having been shown, the Motion for Continuance and the Motion to Waive will be granted. 

II. ORDER

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Continuance filed by Petitioners, Gilpin Hotel Venture, doing business as The Gilpin Casino, or Black Hawk/Jacobs Entertainment, LLC, doing business as The Lodge Casino, is granted.

2. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for September 29, 2000, is vacated.  The matter is re-scheduled for hearing as follows:
